Article 6 — Insurance

In accordance with legal requirements, the Organiser
has taken out one or more insurance policies against
the following risks:

- Third Party Insurance in the amount of CzZK
10,000.000 (approx. €370.000) for the event.

The Organiser's third party insurance is valid for the
entire duration of the Competition, not only during
official practice and race heats but also for travelling
from the parking area to the course of the
Competition and back.

Article 7 — Protests and appeals
Protest fee: 18.000 CZK (approx. €660).

Appeal fee set by the ASN: 35000 CZK (approx.
€1300).

International appeal fee (FIA): €6000.

Any protest must be lodged in accordance with the
prescriptions of the Code. Protests must be made in
writing and given to the clerk of the course or to his
assistant, or in their absence to a steward,
accompanied by the requisite protest fees.

If the protest requires the dismantling and re-
assembly of various parts of a car, the claimant must
also pay a deposit which shall be set by the stewards.

Competitors have the right to appeal, as established
in Articles 15.1 to 15.4 of the Code and as provided
for in the regulations of the International Court of
Appeal.
